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The LongGun Registry, put in place by a
previous Liberal government, has not
been the success that they had originally
hoped. It has done nothing to stop real
gun crime in Canada. Instead, it has
burdened innocent farmers and hunters.
Since taking office in 2006, our
Government has been working to scrap
it. But the Opposition has been
consistently standing in our way. Even
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Canadians the registry was a waste of
tax dollars and even though the original
cost of $2 million for the registry
ballooned into the billions, they still
oppose our actions to end it. It is time
for the Opposition to stop playing
political games. It is time to stop
